Agenda 2a. was one of the complicated issues to be resolved as it involves the money. Some members have contributed initial £50.00 followed by £5.00 every month since August 2009 and some have started the monthly contribution from a later date. Those individuals who so far have no contribution at all and would like to take out membership were, in principle, to pay all the back dated membership fees including initial contribution of £50.00 in order to come in line with old members. Therefore the following choices were raised in the meeting for discussion.


a.
£50.00 plus £5.00 monthly fees with immediate effect.


b.
£50.00 plus £5.00 monthly fees from August 2009.


c.
£5.00 monthly fee only from immediate effect.

Since the organisation itself is purely social and voluntary, there is no hard and fast rule as to whether new members must pay back dated fees to join the organisation and also owing to the preference of new members the meeting has agreed with 3c upon which individuals can join the organisation as ‘ordinary member’ as and when they with to do so by paying the monthly subscription of £5.00 from the date of their entry.

The meeting unanimously passed that those who have made the contribution since August 2009 would be upgraded to ‘distinguished members’ of the organisation with immediate effect. Those who have paid initial £50.00 but some reason discontinued the monthly subscription must pay the whole years subscription in order to be a distinguished member. Just by resumption of monthly subscription, he/she would be considered as an ordinary member NOT distinguished member.

Mr Devbahadur Rai, area representative for Wales, read out the expenditure of the BBQ on the day. The meeting agreed to raise £10.00 for each adults and £5.00 for children under 15 years old. Surplus money will go towards the fund which will be spent on the subject which the committee would decide in due course.

Capt (QGO) Retd Panchabir Rai highlighted the health condition of Mr Kaptansing Rai. He also mentioned that Solukhumbubasi had already raised a small amount of money for him some years before. However, he said it was great to see Jimee Samaj being active to help him out. The treasurer read out the amount raised for him hitherto. By the end of the day the total amount raised for him was £610.95p.

The committee discussed on the idea of investment of the money that the society has had in its account. The meeting agreed that it would be wise if we could invest the money in something which would surpass the interest we get from the Bank. Following a long discussion the meeting has agreed to open an account with the Post Office for Premium Bonds of the amount £1500.00 – £2000.00.  The onus of opening the account has been given to Mr Devbahadur Rai.

According to the decision of the Annual General Meeting last year, the society has established a £200.00 cash award to the best GCSE student amongst the candidates from the society. Hence, the meeting has decided to give away the cash award to Mstr babu Rai, son of Mr Bishnukumar Rai as he was the only candidate for this year to win the award.

The president concluded the meeting by thanking all attendees and expressing his gratitude to Mr Nokbahadur Rai who had kindly contributed £175.00 to the society for the BBQ party.
